PRESENTATION BY BANGLADESH TEAM 

Definition of Skilled Birth Attendant 

· This should be country specific

· The term skilled attendant defines who could diagnose, manage, within the scope of practice or refer complication as decided by the regulation of the country concerned

· They must be able to recognize the onset of complication, perform essential intervention and treatment within the scope of practice and supervise the referral of mother and baby for interventions that are beyond their competence or not possible in the particular setting as decided by the regulation of the country concerned
Justification:

· SBA in the community is a need based programme

· Duration of SBA training is set on consideration of national need as well as resources available

· SBA skill performance is set on consideration of the community needs

· Family Welfare Assistants (FWA) and Female Health Assistants (FeHA) are the most appropriate personnel under the Govt pay roll, residing and working in the community

Increasing access to Skilled Care at Birth during Home Delivery

Community Level

Manpower Available 

· Govt- FWA- 23,500, FeHA- 2, 600

· Non Govt-equivalent paramedics, exact number would be determined

Training need

· Six month SBA training following the set criteria of selection with structured curriculum approved by the government and Bangladesh Nursing Council

· Life Saving Skills have been included in the curriculum –total 74 skills are offered (copy circulated)

· Obstetric first aid and newborn care have been included in the curriculum

· Periodic orientation has been designed for the SBAs

Regulation

· Training including curriculum has been accredited by Bangladesh Nursing Council

· Certification and Registration has been given by Bangladesh Nursing Council
 Referral and Transport

· Referral for mother and baby for intervention that are beyond their competence or not possible in their setting. Referral should be done to the nearest facilities.

· Transport in the Community should be arranged by local  govt. bodies and the community itself. However if a public transport is available must be utilized

Supportive Supervision

· SBA kits and necessary medicines are provided

· Monitoring is done through the existing govt. system

·  Performance of SBAs is being included in the National Management Information System (MIS)

Facillity/Hospital Level

· Government

Union Health & Family Welfare Center (UH&FWC-3275)

     Upazila Health Complex- 397, targeted CEmOC in 120 & 59  

     UHC are functioning 

· District Hospital-57(all CEmOC) 

     Mother and Child Welfare  center(MCWC)-64 all CemOC

· Tertiary Level Hospitals (Medical College Hospital-13 )

· NGO/ Private Sector-the actual number would be determined

Training Programme 

· Family Welfare Visitor(FWVs-5673), Six month special midwifery training conducted-300completed & 25 is under training

· Nurse Midwife/FWV trained in EmOC-500 (200+300)

· Medical officer –one year comprehensive EmOC training (Obs/Gye  & anesthesia) conducted-400

Conclusion

1. Magnitude of  the problem and circumstances prevailing in the field of maternal Health compelled us to redefine SBAs without much compromising the standards, norms and quality of services

2. The community level SBAs are selected with set criteria from existing govt service providers residing and working in that level 

3. An evidence based Curriculum & training programme has been developed to fulfill the required skills

4. Duration of training was set six months residential which includes one month theoretical, three months practical in high performing facilities and two months full time community practices under guided supervision

5. The performance evaluation conducted recently revealed that the knowledge, skill and competence of the SBAs are adequate with this training. However, the duration of training will be decided on further evaluation and programme needs
